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Geoscience career pursuit
WITH mineral exploration 
companies such as Navarre 
Minerals making more and 
more discoveries, some geol-
ogists say geology is a career 
that’s not necessarily pushed 
at schools. 

Navarre Minerals grad-
uate geologist Emily Zee 
said careers such as law and 
medicine were pushed more 
at school, than careers such 
as geology.

“I went to university with 
the mindset of doing medi-
cine. I did a breadth subject 
in earth sciences and I en-
joyed getting out of the class-
room,” Ms Zee said. 

Navarre Minerals senior 
geologist Sarah Heard said 
it was similar when she was 
at school.

Prior to starting at Navarre 
Minerals, Ms Heard worked 
at Stawell Gold Mines and 
in Canada.

“It’s a career that you can 
travel with,” Ms Heard said. 

“I always want to be in 
mineral exploration.

“It can change the econ-
omy of the local area” de-

pending on what you �nd, 
Ms Heard said. 

She became a geologist 
due to interest in under-
standing “why the landscape 
is the way it is”. 

Similarly, Ms Zee said be-
coming a geologist “gave me 
appreciation for the environ-

ment”. 
It’s “humbling” under -

standing why the environ-
ment is the way it is, Ms Zee 
said. 

Navarre Minerals spon-
sors students from Monash 
University to undertake re-
search projects.

“It’s a two-way street as 
we provide real life examples 
of exploration projects for 
them to test their research 
skills and we get access to 
the information and the 
knowledge of their academic 
supervisors,” Navarre Miner-
al managing director Geo� 

McDermott. 
�e company also o�ers 

work experience to students. 
One of their work experi-

ence students Tessa O’Cal-
laghan spent a week with the 
company and is now aiming 
to study geoscience at uni-
versity next year. 

“It’s about creating op-
portunities for young and 
upcoming students to pur-
sue a career in geoscience,” 
Navarre Mineral managing 
director Geo� McDermott. 

“Not many of these oppor-
tunities present in region-
al Victoria.”
